1. By 1898, Cuba and Puerto Rico were owned by what nation and represented what with regard to that nation?

2. What American action caused a second fight for independence by the Cuban people in 1894?  How did the owning European nation respond?  How did Americans respond to that particular action?

3. Discuss the term “yellow journalism” and how newspapers owned by Joseph Pulitzer and William Randolph Hearst perpetuated it with regard to Cuba.

4. How did President Grover Cleveland respond to calls for American intervention in Cuba?

5. How did Cleveland’s successor, William McKinley respond?

6. Discuss the de Lome letter and its affect on American attitudes toward Cuba.

7. Discuss the sinking of the American battleship, the U.S.S. Maine and President McKinley’s reaction to it, initially and then later.

8. Discuss American differences of opinion, and the reasons for them, regarding Secretary of State John Hay’s assertion that the Spanish-American War was “a splendid little war.”

9. What problems did the American armed forces encounter in Cuba?

10. Briefly discuss the experience of Blacks in the Spanish-American War.

11. We will cover the highlights of the Spanish-American War in the Philippines, Cuba and Puerto Rico by a Power-Point presentation.  Still read over those sections and understand the basic elements of those military campaigns prior to receiving the lecture.

12. Discuss American rule of Puerto Rico and the effects of the Foraker Act and the Jones Act.

13. Discuss the importance of sugar to the Puerto Rican economy and the problems associated with that importance.

14. What dilemma did President McKinley face with regard to the Philippines?  How was it ultimately resolved?

15. Who were the anti-imperialists and what were some of their motives?  

16. Discuss those who favored ratification of the Treaty of Paris.  What were some of the key arguments that they put forward?

17. Ultimately, what event led to the United States ratifying the Treaty of Paris?  Was the background reason for that event ultimately successful?

18. What new American territories (or dependencies) proved to present relatively few problems?

19. Discuss American governance of Cuba and how the Platt Amendment in 1901 affected it.

20. Discuss the Philippine War.  How did American governance policies change over the years?  Which governor was the most successful and why?  Think about, and be prepared to discuss, any parallels between the Philippine-U. S. conflict and the current American involvement in Iraq.

21. What was the international situation in China at the start of the 20th century?

22. What was the political background leading up to the Open Door Notes of Secretary of State John Hay?

23. List and discuss the three principles of the Open Door Notes.  Taken together, what did Hay believe those principles would ultimately provide for?

24. What was the reaction of the various European and Asian powers to the Open Door Notes?

25. Discuss the Boxer Rebellion.  How did American participation in the resolution of that rebellion affect the Open Door policy?

26. Who was Elihu Root?
